Information Regarding a Saved Person’s Testimony
Your Testimony is a true Story about you. As your life relates to God’s kingdom there is a special story to tell that glorifies the Lord. Primarily it is the story about how you personally came to know the Lord as your Savior. An example can be found in Acts 26. This chapter contains Paul’s testimony as told to King Agrippa.  
Salvation is a specific event in time when a person passes from spiritual death to spiritual life. It happens when one is born again, John 3. Nothing can be done to earn salvation, Eph. 2:8 10. Salvation is granted by the Father in Heaven, John 6:65. God does not necessarily act upon your command or by saying words or thinking thoughts without personal meaning and godly intention. Salvation is not a religion to join by swearing in to a membership by placing your right hand on a stack of Bibles as an inauguration. Salvation happens the instant that the Father transfers the sinner from the Kingdom of Darkness to the Kingdom of God’s Son, Col. 1:12-14. (Check these verses out in the NASB or NKJV.)
Crystallize your thinking about your testimony. Use scripture that affected your mind and heart before you came to Christ. Tell how the Lord has taught, convicted and guided you to Himself. Be humbly honest with your testimony. Every true Christian’s testimony should be about my spiritual need and God’s grace to supply that need. Your testimony is unique and will bring glory to God. Make it a true statement about your relationship with God past, present and future.

Here are some ideas to think about regarding your testimony.
What Scriptures brought you conviction of sin, and your need of the Lord’s salvation? It is always special for others to hear this side of a person’s life about coming to Christ. Details of your sin are not important, God forgives sin and forgets them and so should we. Reiterating our sinful past may cause someone hearing the crud desire to do as you did, caution! Personal condemnation of our sinful past without details is prudent. When you have conviction from understanding the Word there is also confirmation that Christ and His Kingdom are realities so that we might trust and put faith in Him. Tell about the day when you decided to trust Christ as your Savior and why; the date is unnecessary the details are significant. Tell about your decision to be baptized and tell when and where this happened. Why did you want to be baptized? Tell about your spiritual walk with the Lord since your conversion. Peter in His epistle speaks of the fact that we are priests of God to serve and worship the Lord, how have you already served the Lord. Is Christian service and doing God’s will important enough to you to do it? How is the obedience to God factor a reality in your life? How long have these things been a reality in your life? What choices in life have you made that have caused you to take time to serve and do God’s will in the past? How have you advanced in Bible knowledge and living out God’s grace? One of the things the Word tells about Job was that he feared God and turned away from evil (chapters 2 and 3). Tell how you are like Job in these two areas of your past life and your feelings about this now. Colossians 3:1-17 is contrasting information about life as God sees it. Where do you fit in these verses?
All these things are significant to think about and treasure in your heart. Your testimony should encapsulate a snapshot of how it is for you from a personal standpoint as a member of God’s Kingdom. How has the Lord and his Word affected your lifestyle?
Write your testimony in about 200 words and include it with your application. 
(We not knowing you very much about you, desire to have you write your own God given story for us. You will be serving the Lord with us. Your testimony will help us with placement in the ministry of HDM of CA. If you have never written out your testimony before use it to influence others for Christ!)
